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the space from top (including removing
the brass mesh drop ceiling) to toe (Enin's
harmngbone-patterned floor tile treat-
ments were customized just for her by
Antica Tile & Stone), Scott enhisted
interior designer Dvira Ovadia of Dvira
Ink, whose incredible space-planning and
design skills were put to use rejigging the
layout, Dvira suggested turning the space
into an airy retreat, taking everything
back to bare bones and reconfiguring the
shower to a new height, encasing it in
markle, and repurpesing kitchen cabine-
try from IKEA to work as “builtn” cup-
boards under the sloping eaves. The new
plan left enough room to realize Erin's
dream of including a deep bathtub for a
long soak at the end of a busy workday,

When it came to decisions on finishes,
cotour, fabric and furniture, Style at Home
contributing design editor Christine
Hanlon stepped in. “She takes my natural
inclination for muted shades and classic
lines and pushes it to the next level,” says
Erin. "I love the chinmserie wallpaper
Christine picked, but left on my own I'd
never have gone for it"

That inspired collaboration produced
a room that, like its owner, has unlimited
creativity and full-on styla
